Our Foster BREEDING PROGRAM

   Want own one of the noblest breeds, but don't want to make the initial investment of a puppy? Have you thought about fostering a pet? But feel it would be just too hard to give them up? We now have a way to help! We are looking for responsible, loving homes for dogs in our breeding program. Our dogs make wonderful family additions. Do you have room in your heart and home for a beautiful Mastiff? Can you become a forever home for one of the dogs in our breeding program? 
You will receive a puppy or dog at a significantly lower cost & from the time you pick up your puppy or dog he/she is yours. You will sign a contract stating that he/she will be kept as an indoor pet, will be treated as part of the family, available for breeding purposes to us when needed, & will not be bred by anyone but us unless you have written consent. Dam & Sires are used for breeding; when retired from the breeding program, you will need to spay or neuter within 14 days & upon proof, the AKC papers are transferred into your name. Then he/she will live out the remainder of his/her life with you. 

   I breed for temperament and betterment of the breed. I monitor the puppies about once a month until fully matured (2-3 years), sometimes a puppy doesn't develop into what I might have seen in a newborn-but is still a great pet. If that occurs, the pet will be altered & papers signed over to the foster family to live as a great pet. To be fair to our breeders, he or she needs the love of a home environment that you provide. Sometimes I also have young adult dogs available for this program, for those who do not want to raise a puppy. When I decide there is a dog I would like to keep in the breeding program, he or she may be made available for the Foster Parent program. 

   What to expect as a foster: In addition to abiding by our puppy contract, you must have no unaltered pets in the home & no more than 2 other pets. You must have a fenced yard, keep as an indoor pet only, complete basic obedience class at a minimum, crate & potty train, not allow a breeding to take place under any circumstance other than by us without written consent, live within a three hour drive from us & be willing to make periodic trips out to us. All expenses for housing the dog are the responsibility of the family raising the dog including routine visits for vaccinations & worming, emergency care; with the exception of costs directly related to the breeding such as the breeding, pregnancy, whelping, rearing, & placing of the puppies.

  SHOWING: We encourage you to show your pet in AKC events. If your pet is titled; we will reward you $100.00 for champion in conformation and a percentage of the next litter. $50.00 for each title won in agility, obedience, tracking, & drafting. 
   Females: Dealing with the female in heat has challenges, there is discharge during this time and the family must take care that no unplanned breeding occurs. Those who become the families of female dogs have options in regard to the heat cycle. They may ask us to house the dogs temporarily during the entire heat cycle (about 2-3 weeks usually a female is in heat 2 times a year) or just bring her up to be bred (about 1 week). Remember we will be responsible for the breeding, choosing the sire, and the actual breeding process, the female dog will be in our care (about one week). Approximately 3 weeks after breeding, she will be taken to the vet for an ultra-sound test. If she is pregnant, she returns home with you until a week before her due date. * Then she will return to us to be fussed over & babied until she is ready to go back home with you. Once the puppies are born, she stays approximately 8-9 weeks to feed, care and nurture her babies. When the pups are eating "solids" we wean the puppies and she is ready to go back home to you.

   Males: Males have the easy part. I will keep in touch with you as he grows, should I find a suitable female to breed with him, I will let you know as far in advance as possible. But, he must available and brought to us when a female is ready. His stay will usually be a week. Then he goes back home with you. 

Summary: Females will be with us for about 1 week for breeding, about 8-9 weeks for the birth & puppy rearing one time a year unless medically necessary for back to back breeding. Males will stay for about a week per breeding. We rarely have males for the foster program & usually keep only one stud at a time; females are more frequently placed for that reason.
^^^This is a partnership to give a great home to our wonderful mastiffs while keeping our bloodlines alive, we must be able to work together to achieve these goals. If for any reason things are not working for EITHER party, mastiff & all paperwork will be freely returned. This will not exclude you from participating in the future-we understand that situations change.
*For families with no other pets wanting to keep the mom throughout the pregnancy, whelping, & weaning process; we can discuss that when the situation arrives. We offer a bonus for each puppy, at 6 weeks, that makes weight of 14# or more for those that do. We have a guide from conception to the time they are returned to us for placement to help you reach that goal easily. 

    **We suggest that you research breeding dogs, and the challenges of living with an intact adult used for breeding purposes & should not be taken lightly.  You will have the dog for their entire life which can be 12 years.
